priesthood, to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.” — 1 Peter 2:4-5
3) Be aware of the danger of rejecting God'’s ways

“24Therefore God gave them up in the lusts of their hearts to impurity, to the dishonoring of
their bodies among themselves...2% For this reason God gave them up to dishonorable
passions...?2 And since they did not see fit to acknowledge God, God gave them up to a debased
mind to do what ought not to be done.” — Romans 1:24,26,28
